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Resumen 

 
Este artículo piensa la constitución de una bioética intercultural y pública. ¿Tiene, la 
bioética, capacidad para organizar la convivencia -de modo plural y diferenciado-de las 
distintas percepciones culturales sobre lo vivo en el planeta y los afanes tecnocientíficos 
para controlarlas? Se aproxima la respuesta discurriendo la diferencia cultural, criticando 
el anti-relativismo banal, y, proponiendo el entendimiento intercultural como la base de 
los acumulados históricos que las sociedades disponen para desarrollar sus propios 
emprendimientos bioéticos en condiciones de diversidad cultural.  
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Abastract  
 
This article, "Cultural Dimensions in Bioethics. An Approximation to the Intercultural 
and Public Bioethics", thinks the constitution of an intercultural and public bioethics. 
Does bioethics has, the capacity to organize the convivial behavior —within a plural and 
differentiated mode— under different cultural perceptions on "the alive" in the planet, 
besides the technoscientific solicitude to control them? The answer is approached by 
reflecting on the cultural difference, and criticizing the banal anti-relativism. In that 
account we propose the intercultural understanding as the historic accumulation basis, 
which societies lay out for developing their own bioethic undertakings —in conditions of 
cultural diversity.  
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
